      Lions World Services for The Blind invited Terry and I to its 

Visiting Lions Day (VLD) weekend August 24th and 25th in Little 
Rock Arkansas.  We joined Lions from eight states as well as most of 
the VDGs from Texas for a weekend filled with fun fellowship and 
most of all inspiration.  We learned LWSB has provided training to 
blind and visually impaired people from all 50 states and 57 other 
countries.  The highlight of the weekend was the tour of the various 
teaching venues.  Each stop on the tour a Trainee shared their 
personal story on how and when they became blind and how LWSB 
has given them the tools and the hope to improve their quality of life.  
For example one young man who was learning to use the white cane 
described the fear he overcame when he took his first solo walk in 
downtown Little Rock.  How listening to the sound of the cars 
stopped at a red light will tell you when it is time to cross the street.  
At every stop there was a different story of people overcoming the 
obstacles of blindness and learning to live full and fruitful lives.   

     Texas sent 31 students to the Lions World Services for the Blind (LWSB) last year.  It costs LWSB $4900 
per month to train a client.  The state of Texas reimbursed LWSB for $3750 per month/client. The average 
client will spend four months at the center. The difference, $1150 x 4months x 31   clients from Texas equal 
$142,600 unreimbursed cost.  The Lions clubs, Districts and individuals of Texas contributed $47,776 in 2008-
2007. That means Texas fell $94,824 short in meeting the needs of these visually impaired citizens.  So I urge 
you to become 100% clubs if you aren’t already.  Consider an individual donation if you haven’t already. 
Finally if you get the chance visit LWSB in Little Rock, Arkansas.   You won’t regret it. 
 My second trip since the last time I reported in was to Grand Rapids, Michigan for the US/Canada 
Forum.  This is the first time I have attended a Forum and I was suitably impressed.  Two thousand five 
hundred Lions from all over the USA and Canada attended this event held literally on the banks of the Grand 
River.  We heard great motivational speakers such as the “too tall” beauty queen humor of Jeanne Robertson 
or the compelling life story of Manuel Scott whose life was turned around with the help of a young English 
teacher.  In addition to the speakers, the forum is filled with timely and informative seminars that can help 
Lions improve service to their communities.  The next USA/Canada Forum will be in Saskatoon, 
Saskatchewan on September 18 – 20, 2008.  Their motto will be “Saskatoon Shines!” and judging from the 
effort the Saskatoon volunteers put into promoting their fair city I would say its going to be a great forum. 
 A big congratulation goes out to Lucy, Claudia, and Dr. Goldman at the Western Texas Lions Eye 
Bank Alliance for completing the EBAA inspection with no exceptions (discrepancies).  We will all be waiting 
for some good news on accreditation. 
 Please remember our Second Cabinet meeting on October 27th at the Midland Downtown Lions Club 
Building.  All lions are invited to attend.  There will be a pre-shopping brunch on Saturday, October 27th for 
the ladies and spouses. The hostess will be Lion Gigi Linne. Please refer to the enclosed flyer on page 8 for 
directions and times from the Downtown Lions Club at 200 Plaza St, Midland.  See you there! 
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     The Eye Bank Association of America 
inspected the Western Texas Lions Eye Bank 
Alliance on September 10, 2007.  We are happy to 
report that no potential threats or deficiencies were 
found at our new facility located at the St. John’s 
Medical Campus in San Angelo.

     The EBAA Board of Directors will meet on 
November 8, 2007 to review information and 
materials submitted by the inspection team to 
determine accreditation status.
